Q.

How does Camillus House feed persons
who are hungry?

Each month we serve 50,000 free meals to
persons at our main shelter at 726 NE 1% Ave-
nue in Miami, as well at locations in Allapattah
and Naranja. Camillus also provides approxi-
mately 40 food boxes each week to housed
persons who cannot afford to feed their fami-
lies.

Is all that food donated, or is some pur-
chased?

In 2007, we received $388,262 in food dona-
tions and purchased $255,564.

Are there any limitations to the kinds or
conditions of food donated?

Yes. We do not accept prepared food that has
been unrefrigerated for more than 4 hours, as
it is unusable according to health department
standards.
